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The first ever overseas examination of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Sri Lanka (CA Sri Lanka) which was

conducted in Qatar recently concluded successfully with an impressive number of CA Sri Lanka students working in

Qatar participating in the Strategic Level examinations.

The institute decided to conduct the exam in Qatar as part of a pilot project and is currently mulling the possibility of

conducting similar exams in other parts of the world, where a large number of CA Students are working.

Chief Executive Officer of CA Sri Lanka, Mr. Aruna Alwis noted that the CA Sri Lanka Qatar Chapter played a yeoman

service in ensuring this important initiative was a success. “I take this opportunity to thank the immediate past president

of the CA Sri Lanka Qatar Chapter Mr. Rukshan Karunaratne for the important role played by him as well as the rest of

the members of the Chapter who supported the Institute in numerous ways to ensure the success of CA Sri Lanka’s first

ever overseas examination.”
